Dear supporters at BUVAD,

I bring you warm greetings from BUVAD. Thanks for being good to BUVAD, we are indeed privileged to have you as a partners in development.

As we end the month of July and open the month of August I bring you news about BUVAD. In our key news, BUVAD has this month managed to secure funding from the local government authority under the Community Driven Development (CDD) program through which we have managed to distribute 150kgs of Sunflower seeds to 100 farmers within Bukolooto Parish in the villages of Butakoola, Ndeeba, Bukolooto, Gaaza, Kyampisi,Bwetyaaba, Kireeba and Ntooke under our project of Sunflower growing for cooking oil extraction. 

We intend to target sunflower plantation this season of 150 acres of land depending on varied capacities of farmers within our focal area. 

Right now farmers have started planting their sunflower seeds and will be harvesting in December this year. 

Our key objective of implementing this project is “To boost farmers’ purchasing power and promote BUVAD self-sustainability in conducting it’s non-profit project activities”.

However there still lies a challenge towards funding to set up an oil mill within the community which will enable us to set favourable prices to our farmers and at the same time give BUVAD the opportunity to earn a small fee for sustainability. We welcome volunteers to fund raise towards the successful implementation of this project starting as soon as possible.

Early next year we will need volunteer marketers of our sunflower cooking oil and animal feeds from sunflower.

BUVAD has also entered into partnership with Uganda Voluntary Association for Development a qualification for BUVAD to being a partner organization to the Service Civil International an international volunteer organization. Volunteers and organizations wishing to send volunteers to BUVAD through this program are now welcome to apply.

Meanwhile in November this year, BUVAD expects to start implementing the digging and set up of water wells in our focal area.

Also in the same month, we hope to provide support to the disabled children within Kayunga Sub County in terms of material and sensitization workshops to care takers.

We also hope to help Orphaned Vulnerable Children (OVC’s) at Bwetyaaba Primary School and from Butakoola village with Back packs towards the end of this year with support from the GPP project.

I wish to encourage intending volunteers to all our advertised volunteer opportunities that they are still open for admission and they can go ahead to apply. 

I once again wish to thank you for the continued support to our work. This always gives us the inertia to work, and will always keep you up dated with report about this work.
